PRE GAME CONFERENCE

· Umpire & field judge should contact referee day before game.

· All officials should contact school day before game.

· In the event of inclement weather, all officials should contact school prior to leaving for the game.

· All officials should arrive at school one & one half (1 1/2) hours prior to game time.

· Referee should check field for proper markings and table set up.

· Referee should have game board if there is no blackboard in locker room.

CREW DISCUSSION

· Check uniforms, whistles, flags, beepers etc.

· Vouchers to head coach

· Pre game field assignments

· Coach equipment certification, game captains, field conditions, ball boys, announcements (line ups, national anthem)

· Procedure for coach for half .time. Discussion, assistant coaches

· Table instructions, scorekeeper, game timekeeper, and penalty time.

· Keeper - scoreboard or. portable. horn.

· Coin toss - umpire home team captains - field judge visiting.

· Team captains at wing line -. Position of captains and officials.

· At coin toss. Alternate posses ion. Position of teams prior to start.

· Official responsible for counting players and crosses.

· Voluntary equipment checks.

· Net check assignment (prior to and after coin toss)

· Field positions of. Officials in dead ball situations.

· Starting positions and rotations.

· Ball boys and ball replacements.

PLAY OF THE ‘GAME.

· Team tendencies

· Face off. mechanics - possession, line coverage, goal coverage, etc:

· Wide triangle - positions &movement

· Primary responsibilities of each position, i.e. goal coverage, line coverage, box coverage, bench.coverage.

· Ten (10) second count.

· Twenty second count (beeper)

· Goal signal. (lead and single side)

· . Ball retrieval after goal.

· Penalty signals- clarity, position & relay.

· Multiple flags.

· Restarts.

· Stalling mechanics.

· Fights on field mechanics.

· Positioning and calling late hits.

· Conduct of coaches and players

· Mandatory stick & equipment checks (one per half) mechanics, etc

THREE (3) C’S

· Concentration (awareness) time of game, score, emotions.

· Consistency (both ends)

· Communication - verbal & eye contact

At the end of game, leave the field immediately after certifying score.

Keep your fingers crossed that you were not being evaluated by a higher power.
